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METHODOLOGICAL NOTES 

I. The source and scope of data 

 The publication includes information on 
accidents at work of persons employed in the entire 
national economy in the years 2014–2016 with the 
exception of budgetary entities conducting activity 
within the scope of national defence and public safety, 
for which information on accidents at work concerns 
only civilian employees. 
 Data on accidents at work with exception  
of private farms in agriculture (table 1–32 and 35) are 
obtained from statistical card of accident at work.  
The legal basis for the survey on accidents at work  
in 2016 constituted the regulation of the Council of 
Ministers of 21 July 2015 (Journal of Laws 2015,  
item 1304) on the programme of statistical surveys  
of the public statistics for the year 2016. 
 Statistical survey covers all accidents at 
work, as well as accidents considered equivalent to 
accidents at work, regardless whether inability to work 
was registered in the form or not (due to hospitalization 
of an injured person, or rejection of a sick leave). 
 Data on accidents at work characterize the 
persons who were injured during the individual as well 
as collective accidents. 
 As a single accident at work is counted each 
person’s accident, regardless whether the injured 
person was injured during an individual or a collective 
accident.  
 The accident ratio is the number of injured 
persons per 1000 employed persons. The average number 
of working persons was applied into calculation of the 
ratio, expressed as an arithmetic mean for two consecutive 
years, as of 31 XII, i.e. from the year preceding the 
reference year and from the reference year.  
 All information (with the exception of table 
35) concerns the accidents at work registered in a given 
year. Table 35 contains information on the accidents 
which occurred in the years 2014 and 2015. 
 Accidents at work on private farms in 
agriculture (table 34) are registered by branches of the 
Agricultural Social Insurance Fund and concern only 
these accidents for which one-time compensations were 
granted in a given year. 



 Information on days of inability to work 
includes the total number of calendar days of inability 
to work caused by accidents at work, assumed on the 
basis of sick leaves. 
 Information in the presented publication 
concerning: accidents, persons injured in accidents, 
effects of accidents for injured persons and the total 
number of days of inability to work is final. 
 
 Information on occupations of persons 
injured in accidents at work was presented according  
to Classification of Occupations and Specialities 
introduced by the regulation of the Minister of Labour 
and Social Policy of the 7th August 2014 (Journal of 
Laws item 1145). 
 In tables 1–16, 32 and 35 there was applied  
a hierarchically systematized division of the total 
population of organizational units constituting national 
economy (socio-economic entities) according to the 
Polish Classification of Activities (PKD) introduced  
by the Regulation of the Council of Ministers of 24th 
December 2007 (Journal of Laws No. 251, item 1885) 
with later amendments, in force since 1st January 2008. 
Abbreviations were applied in relation to the obligatory 
Polish Classification of Activities – abbreviated names 
are denoted in tables as ” ”. 
 In table 25 data are presented in accordance 
with the Classification of Territorial Units for Statistical 
Purposes NUTS 2013 in force from 1st January 2015  
on the level 3 Subregions. 
 Table 33 includes information on accidents  
at work of persons conducting economic activity  
and persons cooperating with them and registered  
by the Social Insurance Institution. These data are 
related only to the accidents for which one-time 
compensations were paid in a given year.  
 
 In some cases, particular elements do not sum 
up to the given „total” figures due to rounding off. 
 

 
II. Main definitions 
 
1. The employed are persons performing work 
providing earnings or income. Among the employed,  
the survey of accidents at work, include all employed 
persons, regardless weather they work in other 



reporting units (excluding persons employed on the 
basis of mandate contracts) namely: 

1) employees hired on the basis of an employment 
contract (labour contract, posting, appointment or 
election) including seasonal and casual workers; 

 
2) employers and own-account workers: 

a) owners and co-owners (including contributing 
family workers; excluding partners in 
companies who do not work in them) of entities 
conducting economic activity; 

 
b) other self-employed persons, e.g. self-employed 

professionals; 
3) agents employed on the basis of agency contract 

and order agreements (including contributing 
family workers and persons employed by agents); 

 
4) outworkers; 
5) members of agricultural production cooperatives,  

i.e. agricultural producers’ cooperatives, derived 
from them cooperatives with a different  
production profile functioning on the basis of the 
law on cooperatives, and also members of and 
agricultural farmers’ cooperatives; 

6) clergy fulfilling priestly obligations. 

2. Accident at work is understood as a sudden event, 
caused by external reason leading to injury or death 
which happened in connection with work: 

1) during or in connection with performance of 
ordinary activities or instructions by the employee 
and activities for the employer, even without 
instructions; 

2) when the employee remains at the disposal of the 
employer on the way between the seat of the 
employer and the place of performing the duty, 
which is a result of work relations. 

 Every accident is treated equally to an 
accident at work, as regards entitlement to benefits 
defined in the law in social insurance by virtue  
of accidents at work, if the employee had such  
accident: 

1) during a business trip; 
2) during a training within the scope of common self-

defence; 
3) at performing tasks ordered by trade union 

organizations, functioning at the employer. 



 Accident at work is also understood as  
a sudden incident, causing injury or death, which 
happened within the term of accident insurance  
during: 

1) practising sports during competitions and 
trainings by a person receiving sport scholarship; 

2) performance of paid work in the time of serving 
imprisonment sentences or temporary detentions; 

3) carrying out a mandate by members of parliament 
(in the country or in the European Parliament) or 
senate, who receive salaries; 

4) carrying out – on the basis of appointment  
issues by powiat labour office or the supervising 
entity – training or a traineeship connected with  
a scholarship received by school leavers (graduates); 

5) performance of work by members of agricultural 
producers` cooperatives, agricultural farmers` 
cooperatives and by other persons treated equally 
to members of cooperatives, for the benefit of these 
cooperatives; 

6) performance or cooperation at performance of 
work on the basis of agency agreements, contracts 
of mandate or contracts of services; 

7) performance of usual activities connected with 
conducting non-agricultural economic activities 
or cooperation at conducting them; 

8) performance of religious activities or activities 
connected with entrusted pastoral or monastic 
functions by clergymen; 

9) serving supplementary forms of military service; 
10) education at the National School of Public 

Administration by students, who receive scholarships. 
3. Collective accident at work is an accident in which 
at least two people were injured as a result of the same 
event in a given workplace. 
4. Fatal accident at work is an accident during which 
the person injured dies at the site of the accident or 
within 6 months from the date of the accident. 
 
5. Serious accident at work is an accident which 
resulted in serious bodily harm, i.e. loss of sight, 
hearing, speech, fertility, or which results in other 
bodily harm or in health-related problems, disrupting 
primary bodily functions, as well as the one which 
results in incurable and life-threatening diseases, per- 
manent mental illness, a permanent, total or significant 
inability to work in the profession or in a permanent 
significant disfigurement or distortion of the body. 



6. Deviation describes the event not in accordance with 
the appropriate course of the work process which 
caused an accident. 
7. Contact-mode of injury describes in what way the 
victim was injured (physically or mental) by material 
agent. 
8. Specific physical activity performed by the victim at 
the moment of accident describes activity performed by 
the injured person intentionally, immediately before the 
accident. 
9. Material agent: 

1) material agent connected to the specific physical 
activities performed by the victim at the moment 
of accident is a machine, tool or other object used 
by the victim at the moment when the accident 
occurred; 

2) material agent connected with the deviation is  
a machine, tool, other object or environmental 
factor that is directly connected to the deviant 
event; 

 
3) material agent that is a source of injury comprise 

machine, tool, other object or environment factor 
which the contact with caused injury (physical  
of psychical). 

10.  Causes of accident are all short-comings and 
irregularities connected with material (technical) 
factors, organization of work in an enterprise or in  
a workplace, and related to employee including 
incorrect employee’s behaviour. 
 
 
11.  Each accident at work is the result of a single  
event, but frequently the result of several causes, 
therefore the sum of causes is greater than the total 
number of accidents. 
12. Estimated material loses comprise the sum of values 
of damaged machines, equipment, tools, finished 
products, buildings together with the furnishing, which 
originated to the accident at work.
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WYNIKI BADAŃ – SYNTEZA 

 

Badanie wypadków przy pracy, prowadzone przez 
GUS, pozwala na gromadzenie informacji o zaistniałych 
wypadkach przy pracy oraz o osobach poszkodowanych  
w tych wypadkach, jak również daje możliwość prowa-
dzenia analizy rozmiarów struktury zdarzeń, przyczyn oraz 
konsekwencji wypadków przy pracy, zarówno w skali 
roku, jak i w dłuższych szeregach czasowych.  

Dane o wypadkach przy pracy, poza indywidualnymi 
gospodarstwami rolnymi, uzyskiwane są ze statystycznej 
karty wypadku przy pracy oraz wypadku traktowanego na 
równi z wypadkiem przy pracy.  

Zakres przedmiotowy karty wypadku przy pracy (od 
2005 r. – po dostosowaniu do Europejskiej Metodologii 
Statystyki Wypadków przy Pracy ESAW), uwzględniający 
międzynarodowe klasyfikacje (dotyczące m.in.: wydarzeń 
powodujących uraz bądź wydarzeń będących odchyleniem 
od stanu normalnego, przyczyn wypadków, czynności 
wykonywanych przez poszkodowanego w chwili wypadku, 
czynników materialnych związanych z wydarzeniem) 
poprzez możliwość dokonywania różnorodnych agregacji  
i korelacji – jest bardzo cennym źródłem, pozwalającym  
na dokonywanie głębokich analiz, a w konsekwencji 
podejmowanie szeroko rozumianych działań prewencyj-
nych, tak w skali makro, jak i mikro. 

W 2016 roku zarejestrowano 87886 osób poszko- 
dowane w wypadkach przy pracy, w tym 243 osoby  
w wypadkach ze skutkiem śmiertelnym i 467 osoby  
z ciężkimi obrażeniami ciała. W stosunku do roku 
poprzedniego zwiększyła się ogólna liczba osób poszko- 
dowanych (o 0,3%) oraz liczba osób poszkodowanych  
w wypadkach z lekkimi obrażeniami ciała (o 0,4%) 
natomiast znacznie zmniejszyła się liczba osób 
poszkodowanych w wypadkach ze skutkiem śmiertelnym 
(o 20,1%) i liczba osób poszkodowanych z ciężkimi 
obrażeniami ciała (o 7,0%). 

Należy podkreślić, że w 2016 roku udział kobiet  
w ogólnej liczbie osób poszkodowanych w wypadkach przy 
pracy zwiększył się do 37,7% (z 37,3% w 2015 r.). Udział 
liczby młodocianych natomiast w ogólnej liczbie osób 
poszkodowanych w wypadkach przy pracy pozostał na  
tym samym poziomie w stosunku do poprzedniego roku  
i stanowił 0,1%. 

Zwiększenie liczby osób, które uległy wypadkom przy 
pracy w 2016 r. w stosunku do 2015 r., było wynikiem 
zwiększenia liczby poszkodowanych w 9 sekcjach PKD, 
skupiających łącznie 58,4% ogólnej liczby pracujących  
w kraju i jednocześnie 67,4% poszkodowanych w 2016 roku.  

W grupie sekcji PKD, w których nastąpił spadek 
liczby osób poszkodowanych w wypadkach przy pracy  
na uwagę zasługuje sekcja Budownictwo (sekcja F),  
w której liczba poszkodowanych zmniejszyła się o 5,3%,  
a liczba pracujących wzrosła o 4,7%. Wskaźnik częstości 
wypadków obniżył się z 6,96 do 6,36. 

RESULTS OF SURVEYS – SYNTHESIS 
 

 The survey on accidents at work, carried out by the 
Central Statistical Office, allows to collect information 
on the accidents that occurred at work and persons 
injured in these accidents. It also provides opportunity 
to carry out the analysis on the scope, structure, causes 
and consequences of accidents at work both within a year 
and over longer time series. 
 Data on accidents at work, with the exception of  
private agricultural farms, are gathered through a stat- 
istical card on accidents at work and accidents 
equivalent to accidents at work. 
 The subjective range of a statistical card on 
accidents at work (partially changed since 2005 after 
harmonization with the European Methodology of  
Statistics on Accidents at Work ESAW) in accordance 
with international classifications (concerning, i.a. events 
causing injury, or events comprising deviation from the 
regular state, causes of accidents, specific physical 
activity performed by the victim at the moment of  
accident, material agents connected to the events) allows 
various aggregations and correlations. The survey on 
accidents at work proved to be a very valuable source, 
allowing thorough analyses and, in consequence, 
undertaking widely understood prevention actions, both 
on a micro and macro-scale.  
 In 2016, there were registered 87886 persons injured 
in accidents at work, including 243 people in fatal 
accidents and 467 people with serious injuries. 
Compared to the previous year, the total number of  
injured persons as well as the number of persons injured 
in accidents with minor bodily injury increased 
(respectively by 0.3% and by 0.4%), while the number of  
persons injured in fatal accidents as well as the number 
of the injured with severe bodily injury significantly 
decreased (respectively by 20.1% and by 7.0%).  
 It should be underlined that in 2016, the share 
of women in the total number of the injured in accidents 
at work increased to 37.7% (from 37.3% in 2015). 
The share of adolescents in the total number of persons 
injured in accidents at work stayed at the same level as 
compared to the previous year and comprised 0.1%. 
 An increase in the number of people who were hurt 
at work in 2016 as compared to 2015, was caused by 
an incline in the number of persons injured in 9 NACE 
sections, constituting jointly 58.4% of the total number 
of employed persons in the country and 67.4% of persons 
injured in 2016.  

In the group of NACE sections where a decrease in 
the number of persons injured in accidents at work was 
observed, the section Construction should be pointed out 
(section F) where the number of the injured decreased 
by 5.3%, while the number of the employed increased 
by 4.7%. The incidence rate declined from 6.96 to 6.36. 
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Wskaźniki wypadkowości 
 

Ocena częstości występowania zdarzeń wypadkowych 
przy pracy jest możliwa po dokonaniu analizy wskaźników 
wypadkowości, prezentowanych w części tabelarycznej 
niniejszej publikacji, zarówno w układzie terytorialnym, 
jak i w układzie rodzajów działalności gospodarczej.  

Wskaźnik wypadkowości (poza gospodarstwami indy- 
widualnymi w rolnictwie), tj. liczba osób poszkodowanych 
na 1000 pracujących, ogółem w Polsce, sukcesywnie od 
kilku lat wykazywał tendencję malejącą i stanowił 7,00  
w 2016 r. (z 8,34 w 2011 r.).    

Nadal największą częstość występowania zdarzeń 
wypadkowych odnotowano w sekcjach: Dostawa wody; 
gospodarowanie ściekami i odpadami; rekultywacja – 
15,64 (w 2015 r. – 15,05), Górnictwo i wydobywanie – 
15,32 (w 2015 r. – 14,67), Opieka zdrowotna i pomoc 
społeczna – 11,10 (w 2015 r. – 11,16), Przetwórstwo 
przemysłowe – 10,99 (w 2015 r. – 11,12), Rolnictwo, 
leśnictwo, łowiectwo i rybactwo – 9,99 (w 2015 r. – 10,60).  

Na uwagę zasługuje sytuacja wypadkowości (w porów- 
naniu z rokiem ubiegłym) w sekcjach, w których zanotowano 
zmniejszenie wskaźnika częstości wypadków i zmniejszenie 
liczby poszkodowanych mimo wzrostu liczby pracujących.  
I tak w sekcji: Budownictwo (zmniejszenie liczby po- 
szkodowanych o 5,3% przy jednoczesnym wzroście liczby 
pracujących o 4,7%); Handel i naprawa pojazdów 
samochodowych (odpowiednio o: 1,6% i 3,1%); Obsługa 
rynku nieruchomości (odpowiednio o: 10,6% i 5,6%).   

The overall incidence rates of accidents at work 
 

The assessment of the frequency of accidents at work 
is possible after analyzing incidence rates presented in 
the tabular part of the publication, broken down by kind 
of economic activity and territorial division .  

 
 The overall incidence rate of accidents at work 
(excluding private farms in agriculture), i.e. the number 
of the injured per 1000 of the employed, had been 
decreasing successively in Poland for a few years and 
constituted 7.00 in  2016 r. (a drop from 8.34 in 2011).  

The highest incidence rate was still observed in 
sections: Water supply; sewerage, waste management 
and remediation – 15.64 (in 2015 – 15.05), Mining and 
quarrying – 15.32 (in 2014 – 14.67), Human health and 
social work activities – 11.10 (in 2015 – 11.16), 
Manufacturing – 10.99 (in 2015 – 11.12), Agriculture, 
forestry and fishing – 9.99 (in 2015 – 10.60).  

 
Worth noticing is the situation of the accidents’ 

incidence (as compared with the previous year) in sections 
where a decrease in both the incidence rate and the number 
of the injured was observed despite a growth in the number 
of the employed. Thus, in the section: Construction (a decrease 
in the number of the injured by 5.3% with a simultaneous 
increase in the number of the employed by 4.7%); Trade; 
repair of motor vehicles (respectively by: 1.6% and 3.1%); 
Real estate activities (respectively by: 10.6% and 5.6%).  
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Wskaźnik wypadkowości ogółem dla mężczyzn 

(liczba poszkodowanych mężczyzn na 1000 pracujących 
mężczyzn w Polsce) wyniósł 8,32 (w 2015 r. – 8,62), a dla 
kobiet (liczba poszkodowanych kobiet na 1000 pracujących 
kobiet w Polsce) stanowił 5,55 (w 2015 r. – 5,62). 

 The incidence rate total for men (the number of  
injured men per 1000 of the employed men in Poland) 
was 8.32 (in 2015 – 8.62), while the respective figure for 
women was 5.55 (in 2015 – 5.62). 

 

 

Najwyższe wskaźniki częstości wypadków przy pracy 
ogółem (bez pracowników cywilnych jednostek budżetowych 
prowadzących działalność w zakresie obrony narodowej  
i bezpieczeństwa publicznego) wystąpiły w województwach: 
warmińsko-mazurskim (9,17), dolnośląskim (9,08), wielko- 
polskim (8,70), opolskim (8,21) oraz lubuskim (8,04). 

The highest overall incidence rates (excluding 
civilian employees of budgetary entities conducting 
activity within the scope of national defence and public 
safety) were observed in voivodships: Warmińsko- 
-Mazurskie (9.17), Dolnośląskie (9.08), Wielkopolskie 
(8.70,), Opolskie (8.21) and Lubuskie (8.04).

W wypadkach śmiertelnych natomiast, najwyższe 
wskaźniki częstości wypadków przy pracy wystąpiły w woje- 
wództwach: opolskim (0,043) i dolnośląskim (0,033). 

 
Wypadki indywidualne i zbiorowe 
 

Liczba wypadków indywidualnych i zbiorowych  
w 2016 roku wyniosła 87447. W liczbie tej 357 to wypadki 
zbiorowe, które stanowią 0,41% ogółu wypadków przy 
pracy (w 2015 r. – 0,38%).  

W wypadkach zbiorowych poszkodowanych zostało 
796 osób (103,6% w stosunku do 2015 r.). Udział liczby 
osób poszkodowanych w wypadkach zbiorowych w ogólnej 
liczbie poszkodowanych w wypadkach przy pracy w kraju 
pozostał na niezmienionym poziomie, tj. 0,9% ogółu.  

W trzech województwach wyróżniających się dużą 
liczbą wypadków zbiorowych, tj. dolnośląskim (103), 
mazowieckim (39), śląskim (41) zgłoszonych zostało 
łącznie 51,3% wypadków zbiorowych w kraju. Łącznie 
liczba osób poszkodowanych w tych wypadkach stanowiła 
46,6% poszkodowanych w wypadkach zbiorowych. 
Jednocześnie województwa te skupiały 38,1% ogólnej 
liczby osób pracujących w kraju. 
 

 
Poszkodowani według wielkości jednostek lokalnych 
 

Jak wynika z badania, w 2016 roku nadal większość 
osób poszkodowanych w Polsce wykonywała pracę  
w zakładach (jednostkach lokalnych) o liczbie pracu- 
jących od 1 do 249 osób (61,5%, tj. o 0,5 punktu 
procentowego mniej w stosunku do roku ubiegłego),  
w tym w zakładach o liczbie pracujących 50 do 249 osób 
liczba osób poszkodowanych pozostała na tym samym 
poziomie, tj. – 34,6%. Podobne relacje zaobserwowano  
w większości sekcji gospodarki narodowej.  

Analiza pozostałej grupy podmiotów (jednostek 
lokalnych) o liczbie pracujących od 250 do 500 i więcej 
osób wykazuje, że tylko w 2 sekcjach gospodarki narodowej 
zarejestrowano ponad 50 procentową liczbę osób 
poszkodowanych, tj.: Górnictwo i wydobywanie (86,7%), 
oraz Opieka zdrowotna i pomoc społeczna (65,1%).  

Analiza osób poszkodowanych w wypadkach ze 
skutkiem śmiertelnym wykazała, iż w grupie zakładów 
liczbie pracujących od 1 do 249 osób odnotowano aż 
72,8% wszystkich wypadków śmiertelnych zaistniałych  
w 2016 roku. Odsetek ten jest o 8,5 punktu procentowego 
niższy niż w  2015 roku. 

  

In fatal accidents, the highest incidence rates  
were observed in voivodships: Opolskie (0.043) and  
Dolnośląskie (0.033). 

 
Individual and collective accidents at work 

 
In 2016, the overall number of individual and 

collective accidents at work amounted to 87447, including 
357 collective accidents that comprised 0.41% of the 
total number of accidents (in 2015 – 0.38%).  

The number of people injured in collective accidents 
at work amounted to 796 persons (103.6% as compared 
to 2015). The share of the number of persons injured  
in collective accidents in the total number of the injured 
in accidents at work in the country stayed at the same 
level, i.e. 0.9%.  

In the three voivodships characterized with a large 
number of collective accidents, i.e. Dolnośląskie (103), 
Mazowieckie (39), and Śląskie (41), there were recorded 
overall 51.3% of the total number of collective accidents 
recorded in the country. The total number of persons 
injured in those accidents comprised 46.6% of the 
injured in collective accidents. At the same time, these 
voivodships comprised 38.1% of the total number of the 
employed in the country. 

 
Persons injured in accidents at work by local units 

 
According to the survey, in 2016 the majority of  

victims in Poland still performed work in establishments 
(local units) employing between 1 and 249 people (61.5%, 
i.e. by 0.5 percentage points lower as compared to the 
previous year), whereas in establishments employing 50 
to 249 persons the number of victims remained at the 
same level, i.e. – 34.6%. Similar relations were observed 
in most sections of the national economy.  

 
Analysis on the other group of entities (local units) 

with the number of employees from 250 to 500 and more 
shows that only in 2 sectors of national economy, there 
were injured over 50 percent of the employed, i.e.: 
Mining and quarrying (86.7%), and Human health  and 
social work activities (65.1%). 

Analysis on victims of fatal accidents showed that 
in the group of establishments employing between 1 and 
249 people as many as 72.8% of all fatal accidents that 
occurred in 2016 were observed, i.e. by 8.5 percentage 
points lower than in 2015.  

Poszkodowani według stażu pracy 
 

Analizując staż pracy na zajmowanym stanowisku 
przez osoby poszkodowane okazało się, że w 2016 roku 
podobnie jak w latach poprzednich, wypadki zdarzyły się 
najczęściej wśród osób z krótkim stażem nieprzekra- 
czającym 3 lat (47,4%), w tym 31,7% to osoby o stażu  

Persons injured in accidents at work by work seniority 
 

Regarding work seniority of the injured persons at 
particular work positions, it turned out that in 2016, 
similarly to the previous years, accidents occurred most 
frequently among persons with short work seniority not 
exceeding 3 years (47.4%), in which 31.7% comprised 
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1 rok i mniej. Wypadki wśród osób ze stażem pracy 
nieprzekraczającym 3 lat w 2016 roku najczęściej zdarzały 
się w zakładach zaliczonych do sekcji: Administrowanie  
i działalność wspierająca – 83,5% wszystkich po- 
szkodowanych w tej sekcji, w tym 69,3% to osoby 
pracujące 1 rok lub krócej; Zakwaterowanie i gastronomia 
(odpowiednio 72,2%; 54,8%); Handel; naprawa pojazdów 
samochodowych (odpowiednio 59,4%; 39,2%); Budow- 
nictwo (odpowiednio 54,8%; 36,5%). 

 
 

persons whose work seniority was 1 year or shorter.  
In 2016, accidents among people with work experience 
of no more than three years mostly occurred in factories 
belonging to the sections: Administrative and support 
service activities – 83.5% of all victims in this section, 
including 69.3% of the employed for one year or less; 
Accommodation and catering (respectively 72.2%; 54.8%); 
Trade, repair of motor vehicles (respectively 59.4%; 
39.2%), Construction (respectively 54.8%; 36.5%).  

 

 
 
 
 

Wypadki przy pracy ze skutkiem śmiertelnym wśród 
osób o stażu nieprzekraczającym 3 lata stanowiły aż 
51,9%, w tym 35,4% to osoby o stażu 1 rok i mniej.

Administrowanie i działalność wspierająca (81,8% 
wszystkich poszkodowanych w tej sekcji); Transport  
i gospodarka magazynowa (73,7%); Budownictwo 
(61,5%); Przetwórstwo przemysłowe (54,0%) oraz 
Handel; naprawa pojazdów samochodowych (52,9%). 

The share of fatal accidents at work of persons 
whose work seniority did not exceed 3 years comprised 
51.6%, in which 35.4% constituted persons who worked 
for a year or shorter. Such a large percentage of victims 
of accidents resulting in death with duration of work  
not exceeding 3 years, was influenced mainly by the 
victims who performed work in enterprises belonging to 
sections: Administrative and support service activities 
(81.8% of all victims in this section), Transportation and 
storage (73.7%); Construction (61.5%); Manufacturing 
(54.0%) and Trade, repair of motor vehicles (52.9%). 
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Poszkodowani według płci i sektorów własności 
 

Jednym z ważnych aspektów analizy okoliczności 
wypadków przy pracy jest charakterystyka demograficzno- 
-zawodowa osób, które zostały poszkodowane w tych 
wypadkach. 

W 2016 roku zmniejszył się udział mężczyzn 
zarówno w ogólnej liczbie osób poszkodowanych  
w wypadkach przy pracy z 62,7% w roku 2015 do 62,3%, 
jak i w sektorach własności: publicznym (odpowiednio:  
z 46,0% do 45,0%); prywatnym (odpowiednio: z 70,2% do 
70,0%). Wśród kobiet natomiast, w 2016 r. zaznaczył się 
wzrost udziału w ogólnej liczbie poszkodowanych z 37,3%  
w 2015 r. do 37,7%. Podobne relacje wystąpiły w sektorach 
własności: publicznym (odpowiednio: z 54,0% do 55,0%); 
prywatnym (odpowiednio: z 29,8% do 30,0%).   

Injured persons by sex and ownerships sectors  
  

One of the most important factors of the analysis  
on accidents at work and their circumstances is 
demographic and occupational characteristic of persons 
who were injured in these accidents. 

In 2016, the share of men in the total number of  
people injured in accidents at work decreased from 
62.7% in 2015 to 62.3%; as well as in ownership 
sectors: the public sector (respectively from 46.0% to 
45.0%); the private sector (respectively from 70.2%  
to 70.0%). However, among women in 2016, an increase 
in the total number of victims was observed from 37.3% 
in 2015 to 37.7%. Similar relations were observed in 
ownership sectors: public (respectively from 54.0% to 
55.0%); private (respectively from 29.8% to 30.0%).   

 
Poszkodowani według wieku, płci, skutków wypadku  
i wykonywanych zawodów 
 

W 2016 roku, w stosunku do roku poprzedniego, 
zachowane zostały podobne proporcje liczby osób 
poszkodowanych w grupach wieku. Nadal najliczniejszą 
grupę poszkodowanych stanowiły osoby w wieku 25–34 
lata (25,8%), w której 55,1% stanowili pracownicy dwóch 
sekcji gospodarki narodowej: Przetwórstwo przemysłowe 
oraz Handel hurtowy; naprawa pojazdów samochodowych. 
Na drugim miejscu znalazła się grupa osób w wieku 35–

Persons  injured in accidents at work by age, sex, 
accident consequences and performed  occupations 

 
Compared to the previous year, in 2016, similar 

proportions of the number of  injured persons by age 
groups were observed. Still the largest group of victims 
were persons aged 25–34 years (25.8%), in which 
55.1% were employees of the two sections of the 
national economy: Manufacturing and Trade; repair  
of motor vehicles. The second largest was the group  
of people aged 35–44 years (25.0%), where the largest 
group of victims (48.8%) were employees of the same 
section which dominated in the age group 25–34 years.  
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Wśród mężczyzn, podobnie jak w całej populacji 
poszkodowanych w 2016 roku, najliczniejszą grupę 
stanowiły osoby w wieku 25–34 lata (29,2% ogólnej liczby 
poszkodowanych mężczyzn). W grupie tej 59,5% 
stanowili: robotnicy budowlani i pokrewni (z wyłączeniem 
elektryków); robotnicy obróbki metali, mechanicy maszyn 
i urządzeń; robotnicy w przetwórstwie spożywczym, 
obróbce drewna, produkcji wyrobów tekstylnych i pokrewni;

czych; kierowcy i operatorzy pojazdów; oraz robotnicy 
pomocniczy w górnictwie, przemyśle, budownictwie i trans- 
porcie. Mężczyźni w następnym dziesięcioletnim przedziale 
wieku (35-44 lata) stanowili 24,5% populacji poszkodo- 
wanych mężczyzn, a wśród nich 59,8% to pracownicy tych 
samych grup zawodów, w których wydarzyły się wypadki 
w poprzedniej grupie wieku.   

Wśród kobiet natomiast, dominującą okazała się 
grupa osób poszkodowanych w wieku 45–54 lata (27,4%), 
w której 56,9% to: specjaliści do spraw zdrowia, 
specjaliści do spraw nauczania, sprzedawcy i pokrewni, 
robotnicy w przetwórstwie spożywczym, obróbce drewna, 
produkcji wyrobów tekstylnych i pokrewni, operatorzy 
maszyn i urządzeń wydobywczych i przetwórczych oraz 
pomoce domowe i sprzątaczki. 

W podziale według skutków wypadków – naj- 
liczniejszą grupę wieku wśród osób poszkodowanych  
w wypadkach śmiertelnych (26,3%) stanowiły osoby  
w wieku 45–54 lata. Nieco mniej poszkodowanych 
(24,7%) zarejestrowano w grupie wieku 55–64 lata.  

W wypadkach powodujących ciężkie uszkodzenie 
ciała natomiast, wyróżniły się dwie grupy wieku, w których 
zarejestrowano podobną liczbę wypadków, tj. 23,8% 
wśród osób w wieku 35–44 lata oraz 23,3% wśród osób  
w wieku 25–34 lata. 

 
Poszkodowani według  wykonywanych zawodów 
 
 

W 2016 roku, podobnie jak w roku poprzednim, 
największy odsetek osób poszkodowanych wystąpił w dwóch 
wielkich grupach zawodów, tj.:  

− robotnicy przemysłowi i rzemieślnicy (25,4% 
ogółem osób poszkodowanych w kraju), w której 
na tak duży odsetek poszkodowanych miały 
wpływ głównie duże grupy: robotnicy obróbki 
metali i mechanicy maszyn i urządzeń (odpo- 
wiednio: 10,6%), robotnicy w przetwórstwie 
spożywczym, obróbce drewna, produkcji 
wyrobów tekstylnych i pokrewni (odpowiednio: 
5,8%), robotnicy budowlani i pokrewni – z wyłą- 
czeniem elektryków (odpowiednio: 5,7%);  

− operatorzy i monterzy maszyn i urządzeń 
(19,2% ogółem osób poszkodowanych w kraju), 
w której znaczący wpływ mieli poszkodowani 
w dużych grupach zawodów, tj.: operatorzy maszyn 
i urządzeń wydobywczych i przetwórczych 
(odpowiednio: 9,9%), kierowcy i operatorzy 
pojazdów (odpowiednio: 7,0%).  

Similarly to the previous year, the largest group 
among men in 2016 comprised persons aged 25–34 
years (29.2%). In this group, 59.5% constituted: 
building and related trades workers, excluding 
electricians; metal, machinery and related trades 
workers; food processing, wood working, garment and 
other craft and related trades workers; stationary plant 
and machine operators; drivers and mobile plant 
operators and labourers in mining, construction, 
manufacturing and transport. Men in the next ten-year 
age group (35–44 years) constituted 24.5% of the 
population of injured men; among them 59.8% were 
employees of the same groups of occupations in which 
accidents at work occurred in the previous age group. 
 

The dominant group among women comprised 
persons aged 45–54 years (27.4%), in which 56.9% 
were: health professionals, teaching professionals, sales 
workers, food processing, wood working, garment and 
other craft and related trades workers, stationary plant 
and machine operators and cleaners and helpers.  

 
 

In terms of the consequences of accidents – the 
largest age group among victims of fatal accidents 
(26.3%) represented persons aged 45–54 years. Slightly 
lower number of the injured (24.7%) was registered in 
the age group 55–64 years.  

In cases resulting in serious injury, however, 
dominated two age groups, which recorded a similar 
number of accidents, i.e. 23.8% among persons aged  
35–44 years and 23.3% among persons aged 25–34 
years. 

 
Persons injured in accidents at work by performed 
occupations 
 

In 2016, similarly to the previous year, the highest 
percentage of injured persons was observed in the two 
large groups of occupations, i.e.:  

− craft and related trades workers (25.4% of the 
total number of persons injured in the country), 
in which such high percentage of the injured in 
this large group was influenced by persons in 
occupations: metal machinery and related trades 
workers (10.6% of the total number of persons 
injured in accidents at work), food processing, 
wood working, garment and other craft and 
related trades workers (respectively – 5.8%); 
building and related trades workers, excluding 
electricians (respectively – 5.7%);  

− plant and machine operators and assemblers 
(19.2% of total persons injured in the country), 
in which victims have a significant impact on big 
groups of occupations, i.e.: stationary plant and 
machine operators (respectively – 9.9%), drivers 
and mobile plant operators (respectively – 7.0%). 
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Wśród poszkodowanych w wypadkach ze skutkiem 
śmiertelnym grupa operatorów i monterów maszyn i urządzeń 
stanowi (32,5%) najwyższy odsetek osób poszkodowanych 
w wypadkach ze skutkiem śmiertelnym w Polsce. W grupie 
tej, kierowcy i operatorzy pojazdów stanowią 23,9% ogółu 
wypadków śmiertelnych w kraju (23,7% w 2015 r.).  

Among the victims of fatal accidents the group of  
plant and machine operators and assemblers comprises 
(32.5%) the highest percentage share of persons injured 
in fatal accidents in Poland. In this group, drivers and 
mobile plant operators constitute 23.9% of the total 
number of the country’s fatal accidents (23.7% in 2015). 

 
Poszkodowani według absencji spowodowanej 
wypadkami przy pracy 

 
Jedną z ważnych konsekwencji wypadków przy pracy 

(poza skutkami powodującymi śmiertelne lub ciężkie 
obrażenia ciała), tak w skali zakładu, jak i całej gospo- 
darki narodowej, jest absencja pracowników. W 2016 roku 
w wyniku zaistniałych wypadków liczba dni niezdolności 
do pracy wyniosła 3815658 (tj. więcej o 3,3% w stosunku 
do 2015 r.), a w przeliczeniu na jednego poszkodowanego 
(bez wypadków śmiertelnych) ogółem w kraju stanowiła 
43,5 dni niezdolności do pracy (w 2015 r. – 42,3); 
najwyższy wskaźnik zanotowano wśród poszkodowanych 
w sekcji Górnictwo i wydobywanie (80,8). Z ogólnej 
liczby dni niezdolności do pracy w 2016 r. 69,6% 
dotyczyło sektora prywatnego (o 0,1 punktu więcej niż  
w 2015 roku). 

Persons injured in accidents at work by absenteeism 
resulting from accidents at work 
 
 One of the important consequences of accidents at 
work (beside fatal accidents and accidents causing 
serious bodily injury), at the both levels: the enterprise 
and the entire national economy, is employees’ 
absenteeism. In 2016, the number of absent days because 
of inability to work due to accidents amounted to 
3815658 (i.e. by 3.3% more as compared to 2015). When 
recalculated into one injured person (excluding fatal 
accidents) it amounted to the total of 43.5 days of  
inability to work (in 2015 it amounted to 42.3); the 
highest rate was observed among injured persons in the 
Mining and quarrying (80.8). Of the total number of days 
of inability for work in 2016 69.5% concerned the 
private sector (by 0.1 point more than in 2015). 

 

 

 

Przyczyny wypadków przy pracy  
 

Identyfikacja przyczyny niebezpiecznego zdarzenia 
podczas pracy jest początkiem działań zmierzających do 
poprawy warunków pracy. Większość zdarzeń jest 
spowodowana przez ludzi w wyniku utraty kontroli nad 

Causes of accidents at work  
 

Identification of the cause of a dangerous event 
during work that resulted in an accident is the first 
step in initiating actions targeted at improvement of 
working conditions. The majority of events are initiated 
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zagrożeniem lub nad własnym zachowaniem. Są to 
głównie sytuacje, w których istotne znaczenie ma brak 
porządku na stanowisku pracy, na składowiskach, na 
drogach transportowych, itp. Analiza tych zdarzeń jest 
cenna dla działań profilaktycznych.  

Każdy wypadek przy pracy jest wynikiem jednego 
wydarzenia, ale najczęściej kilku przyczyn, w związku  
z czym suma przyczyn jest większa od ogólnej liczby 
wypadków. W 2016 r. odnotowano 197,2 przyczyny na 
100 wydarzeń wypadkowych. 

Jednym z kluczowych zagadnień związanych z zapew- 
nieniem bezpieczeństwa i ochrony zdrowia pracowników 
jest organizacja pracy i kultura bezpieczeństwa. Wśród 
ogółu zidentyfikowanych przyczyn wypadków przy pracy 
w 2016 roku – 86,9% stanowiły przyczyny związane 
bezpośrednio lub pośrednio z tym problemem (w 2015 – 
86,6%). Przyczyny te są kwalifikowane w następujących 
grupach: nieprawidłowe zachowania pracownika, 
niewłaściwa ogólna organizacja, brak lub niewłaściwe 
posługiwanie się czynnikiem materialnym, nieużywanie 
sprzętu ochronnego, niewłaściwe, samowolne zachowanie 
się pracownika i jego zły stan psychofizyczny.  

Ponad połowę liczby przyczyn powodujących 
wypadki przy pracy w Polsce, od szeregu lat, stanowi 
grupa nieprawidłowych zachowań pracownika. W 2016 r. 
– grupa ta obejmowała 60,1% przyczyn ogółem (w 2015 – 
59,2%). Do tak wysokiego odsetka przyczyniła się głównie 
niedostateczna koncentracja uwagi na wykonywanej 
czynności stanowiła 26,1%, zaskoczenie nie spodzie- 
wanym zdarzeniem – 22,2%, nieznajomość zagrożenia 
oraz niewłaściwe tempo pracy i brak doświadczenia – 
6,6%. 

by people due to a loss of control over a threat or their 
own behaviour. There are mainly situations in which  
a significant role plays a lack of order at the workplace, 
storage spaces, transport routes, etc. The analysis on 
these events is valuable for prevention activities. 

Each accident at work is the result of a single event, 
but frequently the result of several causes, therefore  
the sum of causes is greater than the total number of  
accidents. In 2016, there were 197.2 causes per 100 events 
of accidents at work. 

One of the key issues associated with ensuring the 
safe and healthy conditions for the employees is the 
organization of work and safety culture. In 2016, among 
the total of the identified causes of accidents at work 
86.9% comprised the causes directly or indirectly related 
to this problem (in 2015 – 86.6%). These causes are 
classified in the following groups: improper employee’s 
behaviour, improper general organization, lack or  
inadequate use of the material agent, failure to use 
protective equipment, improper, unauthorized behaviour 
of the employee and his/her poor psycho-physical 
condition. 

For many years over a half of the reasons causing 
accidents at work in Poland, was a group of incorrect 
behavior of the employee. In 2016 – this group 
constituted 60.1% of total causes (in 2015 – 59.2%). 
For such a high percentage contributed mainly 
concentration on a performed activity constituted  
26.1% among this group, a surprise with an unexpected  
event – 22.2%, lack of knowledge about threats and 
inappropriate pace of work and lack of experience – 
6.6%. 
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Dość liczną grupę (9,7% wszystkich przyczyn 
powodujących wypadki w 2016 r.) stanowiła niewłaściwa 
ogólna organizacja pracy i organizacja stanowiska pracy, 
w której znaczna część osób została poszkodowana na 
skutek: uderzenia przez obiekt w ruchu (24,3% wydarzeń 
powodujących uraz w tej grupie przyczyn) lub uderzenia  
w nieruchomy obiekt (odpowiednio 26,7%), posługiwania 
się przedmiotem ostrym lub szorstkim (odpowiednio 
15,5%), nadmiernego obciążenia fizycznego lub 
psychicznego (odpowiednio 11,2%).  

W tej grupie przyczyn dominowała niewłaściwa 
organizacja stanowiska pracy, w wyniku której najczęstszą 
przyczyną wypadku przy pracy były: nieodpowiednie 
przejścia i dojścia do stanowiska pracy lub rozmieszczanie, 
składowanie i nieusunięcie zbędnych przedmiotów, 
substancji lub energii (niewyłączenie zasilania) wokół 
stanowiska pracy.  

Mniej liczną grupę przyczyn, ale równie istotną, 
stanowiły przyczyny niezwiązane z czynnikiem ludzkim, 
tj. niewłaściwy stan czynnika materialnego (8,4% ogólnej 
liczby przyczyn w 2016 r.). Eliminacja tych przyczyn jest 
znacznie trudniejsza, ponieważ dotyczą one głównie: wad 
konstrukcyjnych lub niewłaściwych rozwiązań technicz- 
nych i ergonomicznych czynnika materialnego (49,2%  
liczby przyczyn niezwiązanych z czynnikiem ludzkim)  
lub wad materiałowych (odpowiednio – 19,6%), w tym 
głównie ukrytych wad; niewłaściwego wykonania czynnika 
materialnego, głównie ze względu na niedotrzymywanie 
wymaganych parametrów technicznych lub zastosowanie 
materiałów zastępczych. Znaczna część przyczyn okreś- 
lanych niewłaściwym stanem czynnika materialnego to 
przyczyny związane z niewłaściwą eksploatacją czynnika 
materialnego, tj.: nadmierną eksploatacją, niedostateczną 
konserwacją oraz niewłaściwymi naprawami i remontami 
(24,5%). 
 
Przyczyny wypadków przy pracy według czynności 
wykonywanych przez poszkodowanego w chwili 
wypadku  
 

Przeciętnie w 2016 r. zarejestrowano 197,2 
przyczyny na 100 czynności wykonywanych przez 
poszkodowanych w chwili wypadku. Aż 79,3% 
czynności wystąpiło w czterech grupach, tj.: poruszanie 
się (35,1%), operowanie przedmiotami (16,8%), transport 
ręczny (14,8%), prace narzędziami ręcznymi (12,6%). 
Trzy z tych grup charakteryzowały się dużą ilością 
przyczyn na 100 czynności wykonywanych przez 
poszkodowanych w chwili wypadku (powyżej średniej 
krajowej), tj.: operowanie przedmiotami (odpowiednio 
211,2), prace narzędziami ręcznymi (odpowiednio 
206,4), transport ręczny (odpowiednio 202,2). 

 
Wśród wykonywanych czynności przez osoby 

poszkodowane na uwagę zasługuje grupa osób poszko- 
dowanych obsługująca maszyny. W grupie tej stanowiącej 
9,2% wszystkich wykonywanych czynności) wystąpił 
jednocześnie najwyższy wskaźnik, tj. 228,7 przyczyn na 
100 czynności wykonywanych przez poszkodowanych, 
głównie przy uruchamianiu i zatrzymywaniu maszyn. 

Quite a large group (9.7% of all reasons causing 
accidents in 2016) constituted inappropriate general 
organization of work and organization of work post, 
where a large share of injured persons were harmed  
as a result of: a moving object (24.3% contact-mode  
of injury in this group causes) or hit by a stationary  
object (respectively 26.7%), through the use of a sharp 
or coarse object (respectively 15.5%), physically or 
mentally overburdened (respectively 11.2%).  

 
In this group the predominant cause was improper 

organization of the workplace, as a result of which the 
most common cause of an accident at work were 
inappropriate passage and come to the working station 
or deployment, storage and failing to remove unneces- 
sary objects, substances or energy (exemption of power) 
around the workplace. 

The causes not connected to a human factor 
constituted less numerous but equally significant group, 
i.e. inappropriate state of material factor (8.4% of the 
total number of causes in 2016). The elimination of these 
causes is much more difficult because they concern 
mainly constructional defects or inappropriate technical 
and ergonomic solutions of a material agent (49.2% 
of causes not connected to a human factor) and faults  
of material agent (respectively – 19.6%), in which 
mainly hidden faults of material agents; inadequate 
quality of the material agent manufacturing mainly 
failing to comply with required technical parameters  
or appliance of substitute materials. A significant part 
of inappropriate state of a material factor constituted 
causes linked to inappropriate exploitation of a material 
factor, i.e. overexploitation, insufficient conservation 
and inappropriate maintenance and repairs (respectively 
– 24.5%). 
 
Causes of accidents at work by activities performed  
by injured persons at the time of the accident  
 
 

On average in 2016, there were registered 197.2 
causes per 100 specific physical activities performed 
by the victims at the time of the accident. As many as 
79.3% of these activities occurred in four groups, i.e.: 
movement (35.1%), handling of objects (16,.8%), 
carrying by hand (14.8%), working with hand-held tools 
(12.6%). Three of these groups were characterized by  
a large number of causes per 100 specific physical 
activities performed by the victims at the time of the 
accident (above the national average), i.e.: handing of 
objects (respectively 211.2), working with hand-held 
tools (respectively 206.4), carrying by hand (202.2 
respectively). 

Among specific physical activities performed 
by the victims, worth noticing is the group of persons 
operating machinery. In this group (comprising 9.2%  
of all performed specific physical activities) the highest 
incidence rate was observed, i.e. 228.7 causes per 100 
specific physical activities performed by the victims, 
mainly during starting or stopping machines. 
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Wydarzenia powodujące uraz u osoby poszkodowanej 
oraz czynniki powodujące te wydarzenia 
 

Analizując wydarzenia powodujące wypadki przy 
pracy pod kątem wydarzeń powodujących powstanie urazów 
u osób poszkodowanych, można zauważyć iż w 2016 r. 
dominującą grupą było zderzenie z/uderzenie w nierucho- 
my obiekt (25,7% ogólnej liczby wydarzeń powodujących 
uraz u osoby poszkodowanej), a źródłami tych urazów 
były głównie czynniki materialne z grupy budynki, 
konstrukcje i ich elementy, powierzchnie (53,9% ogólnej 
ilości czynników w tej grupie wydarzeń), w tym powierz- 
chnie na poziomie gruntu (37,0%). 

Kolejnymi, dość licznymi grupami wydarzeń powo- 
dujących powstanie urazów u osób poszkodowanych były:  

− uderzenie przez obiekt w ruchu (20,8%; głównie 
spadający obiekt – 8,5% ogólnej liczby wydarzeń), 
a źródłami tych urazów były przede wszystkim 
czynniki materialne z grup: materiały, przedmioty, 
wyroby, części maszyn, maszyny, urządzenia i wy- 
posażenie do podnoszenia, przenoszenia i magazy- 
nowania, pojazdy drogowe (60,2% ogólnej ilości 
czynników w tej grupie wydarzeń); 

− kontakt z przedmiotem ostrym, szorstkim, chro- 
powatym (odpowiednio – 18,3%), a źródłami tych 
urazów były głównie czynniki materialne z grup: 
narzędzia ręczne bez napędu, maszyny, urządzenia 
i wyposażenia stacjonarne oraz materiały, przed- 
mioty, wyroby, części maszyn (66,9% ogólnej 
ilości czynników w tej grupie wydarzeń). 

Contact-mode of injury and material agent of  contact- 
-mode  of  injury 

 
The analysis on events causing accidents at work 

in respect to contact-mode of injury indicated that in 
2016, the main group comprised horizontal or vertical 
impact with or against a stationary object (25.7% 
of the total number of contact-mode of injury); their 
sources were mainly material agents from the group 
buildings, structures surfaces (53.9% of the total 
number of material agents in this group of events) 
including areas on the ground level (37.0%). 

 
Other, rather large groups of contact-mode injury 

were:  
–  being struck by object in motion (20.8%; mainly 

falling object – 8.5% of the total number of  
events); the sources of these injuries were mainly 
material agents of the groups: materials, objects, 
products, machinery parts, conveying, transport 
and storage systems, land vehicles (60.2% of  
the total number of material agents in this group 
of events);  

–  contact with a sharp, pointed rough coarse 
material agent (respectively – 18.3%); the source 
of these injuries were mainly material agents from 
the group: hand tools not powered, machines and 
equipment-fixed and materials, objects, products, 
machinery parts (66.9% of the total number of  
material agents in this group of events).

The analysis on the events causing accidents at 
work in respect to deviations from the normal state  
led to the conclusion that in 2016, the largest group  
of deviations constituted slipping, stumbling, falling of   
a person (28.2%; mainly at the same level – 19.8% 
of the total number of deviations from the normal state); 
the sources of these injuries were mainly material agents 
from the group: buildings, structures surfaces and 
components and surfaces at and above ground level 
(50.9% of the total number of material agents in this 
group of events). 
 
Persons injured in accidents at work by part of body 
injured and type of injury 
 

In 2016, similarly to the last year, the highest 
number of victims in accidents at work suffered injuries 
of upper and lower limbs (78.2% of the total number of  
injured persons). Among this group of victims as many 
as 45.0% suffered from superficial wounds, 28.3% of the 
injured suffered from displacements, dislocations and 
sprains and 19.2% had bone fractures.

Among the places of accidents, i.e. the places where 
the injured persons were at the moment of the accident, 
the majority of accidents in 2016 occurred in:  

– the industrial site (43.0% of the total number of  
events), mainly as the result of: being trapped, 
crushed, struck by object in motion or contact with 
with sharp, pointed, rough, coarse Material Agent;  

– offices, research institutions and schools, service 
establishments (22.2% of the total number of events),  

– places and means of public transport (10.1% of the 
total number of events). 

In order to carry out more detailed analysis on 
events and material agents causing accidents at work,  
as well as possible characteristic of the injured in 
respect to their demographic and socio-occupational 
features, we do suggest the use of statistical tables  
that constitute the main part of this publication or 
individually prepared any correlated information 
included in accident card, accordingly to a request.
